Working with Children Who have a Parent in Prison  

Last fall New Hope girls spent a 
weekend learning to ride horses. 
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After-School Programs Thriving 
―More children are participat-

ing in New Hope’s after-school 

programs than ever before,‖ ex-

claims Executive Director Judy 

Gann, with obvious excitement.  

The Monday and Tuesday groups 

meet at Trinity Episcopal Church 

downtown.  The Wednesday 

group is composed of 15 students 

at Mark Twain Elementary, and 

they meet at the school.    

The Monday groups are full, 

with 22 young people participat-

ing in a Girls Circle or Boys 

Council. While they are meeting, 

8 children ages 4-8 are getting 

one-on-one help with reading 

skills.   

The Mark Twain groups also 

use the Girls Circle and Boys 

Council curricula. 

The curricula used for New 

Hope’s after-school programs 

Girls Circle and Boys Council, 

are nationally-recognized, best 

practices, evidence-based pro-

grams.  National studies have 

shown that participants in Girls 

Circle and Boys Council have 

shown decreases in alcohol use, 

decreases in self-harming behav-

iors, increases in attachment to 

school, and increases in self-

efficacy.  ―We have already seen 

an increase attachment to school 

and improved grades in many of 

our kids,‖ says Gann. 

The Tuesday group also meets 

at Trinity and is composed of 

about 15 older youth.  This group 

explores creative activities, in-

cluding drumming, dancing, act-

ing, and learning about animals.  

In January and February, the 

youth cooked meals in different 

ethnic styles, such as Asian, Ital-

ian, American, and Hispanic cui-

sine.  The students will receive 

their food handlers permits, 

which will make it easier for 

them to obtain employment in a 

restaurant. 

The Tuesday group will be 

taking pottery and glass-blowing 

classes this spring.  ―These 

classes are relatively expensive,‖ 

explained Judy Gann.  ―But the 

children get very excited about 

the creative process, and they get 

a lot out of this.‖  To raise funds 

sufficient for these classes, some 

of the young people served flap-

jacks at a fundraiser at Apple-

bee's on February 19, raising 

about $750.  ―I was really im-

pressed with the professional at-

titude of the youth,‖ said Jane 

Elbon, board director and fund-

raising chair. ―They did a great 

job.‖   

On March 11, New Hope will 

begin after-school programs at 

Eugene Field on Fridays. ―After 

identifying 75 students who have 

a parent in prison at Eugene 

Field,‖ explains Lindsay Fry-

Geier, program director, ―we 

hope to have at least 20 sign up 

for the after-school program.‖

New Hope has been fortu-

nate to count the George Kaiser 

Family Foundation as a strong 

supporter for several years.

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Plans for 2011 Summer Camps 

Preparations for New Hope’s 2011 

summer camps are well under-

way.  ―We plan to interview summer 

camp counselor applicants during 

spring break, March 13-18,‖ said 

Program Director Lindsay Fry-Geier, 

encouraging potential applicants to 

contact her.  ―We are looking for 

camp counselors who are energetic, 

enthusiastic, positive, active, and 

committed to making camp success-

ful for the children who attend.‖ 

A retreat for potential counselors-in-

training (CITs) is one of the first 

steps in preparing for summer camp.  

All of New Hope’s CITs are previ-

ous New Hope campers who share 

the experience of all New Hope chil-

dren – having a parent in prison.  

The CIT weekend retreat happens in 

March at Fort Gibson Lake.  During 

the weekend, the potential CITs, 

who are ages 16 and 17, fill out ap-

plications, go through interviews, 

and learn about working with young 

children.  Those who are selected as 

CITs then have a training week at the 

beginning of the summer when they 

work together as a team, learn more 

about how to be a counselor, and 

discover their individual strengths as 

counselors.  This year the training 

week will be an exciting camping 

and team building experience in the 

Colorado Rockies. During this time 

CITs will learn skills for working 

with younger children, including 

listening skills, positive discipline, 

dealing with homesickness, and fo-

cusing on strength-based interaction.  

After completing this camp, CITs 

will be ready to serve as volunteer 

counselors at Camp New Hope at the 

end of July. This camp is for the 

youngest children, ages 8-11.  CITs 

will assist paid staff in many activi-

ties with the younger children in-

cluding swimming, fishing, arts and 

crafts, games, and special programs. 

―We are thrilled to announce that we 

have a new site for three of our 

camps and our counselor training 

week,‖ explains Judy Gann, execu-

tive director. This year, sessions of 

camps for our older children, ages 12

-17, will be held at Central Christian 

Camp near Guthrie.  This location 

offers many advantages over previ-

ous locations and will allow counsel-

ors and volunteers to focus on camp-

ers. All meals are included and pro-

vided by the camp, and all activities 

are within walking distance.  At this 

American Camp Association accred-

ited site, the New Hope campers will 

have access to more outdoor activi-

ties and will have time as a commu-

nity to use the camp facilities for 

swimming, fishing, and boating.    

In addition to the new location at 

Central Christian Camp, New Hope 

is offering a new camp experience.  

Children ages 12-15 will have the 

opportunity to participate in a week 

of tent camping and canoeing where 

they will cook, set up and break 

down camp and acquire outdoor 

skills.  

These changes do not affect Camp 

New Hope, the camp that is the larg-

est and that includes the youngest 

children, which will remain at St. 

Crispin’s Episcopal Conference Cen-

ter near Wewoka.  ―St. Crispin’s is 

an ideal camp facility,‖ comments 

Judy Gann.  ―We are fortunate to 

have the opportunity to use it for one 

week of the summer, but there is not 

room at St. Crispin’s for our other 

camps.  We are glad that we will be 

able to use the Central Christian 

Camp as a location this summer for 

our other camps.‖

New Hope’s annual budget is 

approximately $240,000.  The pie 

charts below show how that money 

is raised and how that money is 

spent.

―Our goal this year is to receive 

all of our funds for our 2011 Sum-

mer Camps by May 1,‖ said Judy 

Gann, ―but we are not going to meet 

that goal unless we have a lot of help 

from our supporters.‖   

Gann explained that New Hope is 

applying for several major grants 

from foundations.  However, as the 

pie chart for income shows, indi-

viduals make up about one-third of 

New Hope’s donations.  One-third of 

the camp expenses would be almost 

$40,000, and at press time our dona-

tions from individuals for camp were 

less than $1,000.  Please consider 

making a donation today.
