New Hope After -School Programs Expand  
¶ Six Elementary Schools Will Host Programs 

¶ Oxley Foundation Grant Added to Other Funding 

Due to a doubling of funding 

from AmeriCorps and increased 

funding from other sources, New 

Hope has been able to hire additional 

staff for the coming year, and those 

qualified and trained staff members 

will allow New Hope to greatly ex-

pand its after school programs. 

ñThis fall,ò Program Director  

Lindsay Fry-Geier explained, ñNew 

Hope will offer three days of com-

munity-based programs, and we will 

be in six different elementary 

schools.ò  At the end of last year, 

New Hope was serving about 60 

children each week, and that number 

should increase to well over 100 

children this year.   

ñThe AmeriCorps grant is excit-

ing, because it shows that they be-

lieve in New Hopeôs programs,ò ex-

plained Executive Director Judy 

Gann.  ñIn addition, New Hope re-

cently received a $10,000 grant from 

the Oxley Foundation.

Over 300 children and young people will be served through one of New Hopeôs 

programs this next year. Administration costs are approximately 11 percent of New 

Hopeôs budget and fundraising costs are approximately 11 percent. 

Almost $100,000 of New Hopeôs budget are in-kind donations. These include use 

of office and programming space by Trinity and Christ Episcopal Churches in Tulsa; 

food donations for fundraisers, appreciations and after-school snacks and dinners; 

Christmas gifts for almost 250 children provided by Episcopal Churches and other 

individuals around the state; transportation to and from camps and weekend retreats; 

and an AmeriCorps team that provide counselors for our summer camping programs. 

Program expenses include: salaries for those who work directly with the children 

in our programs; camping expenses including site rental and food costs, training, ma-

terials, and transportation costs; after-school costs including food, materials, staff 

training and activity fees; and retreat and holiday party costs.
